Mandeville School has been awarded the prestigious ICT 
Mark.  The award recognises the school’s success in 
developing the strategic use of ICT in both administration and 
across the curriculum.  We are delighted to be awarded the 
ICT Mark. It recognises our positive approach to ICT and the 
benefits it is bringing to our children. We believe that ICT can 

be used in every aspect of learning and that it is essential our children are equipped for 
the modern world.  Preparation for our assessment was led by Ms Ellingham who, as ICT 
co-ordinator, has worked hard to develop our ICT teaching and learning.  A huge THANK 
YOU to Ms Ellingham for all her hard work and we are delighted to have this formally 
recognised.

Our car park will 
now be supervised by school staff at the beginning and end of the school 
day.  No cars (with the exception of blue badge holders and taxis paid to 
transport pupils) will be allowed on to the site.  The registration numbers 
of cars blocking residents’ drives or not respecting our polite request not to 
enter school property will be passed to the police.
